In our search for the purest expression of the identity of the Finca 
Piedra In�nita vineyard, we arrived at this small plot of 0.78 
hectares. Located on the west side, it shows the most extreme side 
of the soils of Paraje Altamira, where from the surface the only 
thing we �nd is the stone, covered with a rich layer of calcareous 
material.

When make these wines, we say that they come from a “lieu-dit ”, 
since those who work in this vineyard every day know that it has 
special places, with unique characteristics.
